	UNIT OVERVIEW: The Southwest WWTP, located at 8200 Enterprise Ave 4300, is designed to treat 200 million gallons of wastewater per day. The plant has a full time staff of 121 persons from various backgrounds that support the plant's mission of treating and discharging clean effluent water.
	POSITION OVERVIEW: This position will monitor the performance of the physical, chemical and biological processes. Process monitoring, data collection & review, plant process performance review, providing summary reports to managers are all regular aspects of this position.

Work also includes capital project design review/evaluation/startup/commissioning, performing laboratory testing related to plant microbiology and other engineering assignments related to wastewater treatment process and operations as required.
