	UNIT OVERVIEW: Queen Lane Water Treatment Plant located at 3565 Fox Street provides treated drinking water from Schuykill River to the residents of Philadelphia. The plant has a full time staff of 59 employees from various backgrounds that support the plant's mission of providing a uninterrupted and high quality drinking water supply to the residents of Philadelphia. 
	POSITION OVERVIEW: This is skilled industrial electrician work at the advanced performance level at the plant. Employees are responsible for the alteration, installation, maintenance and repair of electrical switchgear, equipment, and fixtures at a large and diversified industrial plant. The class is distinguished from other electrician classes by the on-going repair and maintenance of high voltage primary and peripheral equipment within a large city-owned industrial complex typified by multiple, interconnected power distribution systems and extensive industrial electrical component systems and equipment. Work assignments are carried out in accordance with the National Electrical Code (NEC), standard electrical practices, and general work instructions. Positions located in the Water department are involved in the repair of equipment necessary for the proper operation of the plant. Employees are supervised by an Industrial Electrician Group leader, maintenance supervisor, or superior.
	DUTIES AND RESPONSIBLITIES: -Inspection and repair of water treatment plant 13.2KV high voltage primary electrical distribution equipment.  Troubleshooting of D.C. storage battery systems, open and closing of high voltage breakers, performing preventative maintenance procedures, and using specialty diagnostic equipment/PPE in the repair of water treatment plant electrical service equipment.    
- Utilizes CRT terminals to assist in diagnosing system problems; troubleshoots around and through multiplexers and other digital and electronic equipment; determines if problem is electrical, electronic or mechanical in nature, including power systems (UPS).
-  Repairs and maintains plant lighting systems; installs high pressure sodium lighting systems, including circuiting and timers. Inspects and repairs the electrical inputs to and outputs from the gasoline, natural gas, or diesel-powered emergency generators; installs and repairs plant alarm and security camera systems including fire alarm system.
- Designs and fabricates electrical equipment to solve problems or enhance the electrical systems; installs it into the system with engineering approval.
